
Jane Addams, 1860-1935, a social and political

activist both nationally and internationally,

was a founder of the Women’s International

League for Peace and Freedom (WILPF) in 1915. In

1931, for her work with WILPF she became the

first U.S. woman awarded the Nobel Peace Prize.

In 1948 the Jane Addams Peace Association (JAPA)

was founded by WILPF women in Chicago, Illinois

to honor Jane Addams and continue her

work for peace. In 1951, JAPA began

to carry on some of the educational

programs of WILPF. In the same

year the federal government

granted tax exemption to JAPA so

that contributions are deductible

for income and estate tax purposes.

The aims of the Jane Addams Peace Association,

Inc. are to perpetuate the spirit of Jane Addams’

love for humanity and devotion to the cause of

world peace, to promote projects consistent with

these aims, and to collect funds necessary for the

execution of these aims through the educational

programs of WILPF and JAPA.

Over the years JAPA has expanded its funding

capabilities through the aid of many generous

contributors and several major bequests, and has

financed more and more of WILPF educational

activities. Now JAPA is defined as “The Women’s

International League for Peace and Freedom

Educational Fund”. JAPA funds much of the

educational work of WILPF International, based in

Geneva, Switzerland,

and the U.S. Section

of WILPF based in

Philadelphia, PA.

In addition, JAPA

sponsors the Jane

Addams Children’s

Book Award. The Jane

Addams Children’s

Book Award is given annually to the children’s book

and picture book published the preceding year that

most effectively promotes the cause of peace, social

justice, world community, and the equality of the

sexes and all races.
